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HONR 101 -  Honors Academic Engagement Seminar  (3)  
Gen Ed Emerging Issues, Cultural Competence  
Prerequisite or Co-requisite: ENGL 101; Students who previously enrolled in 
ACCE 112 cannot enroll in HONR 101  
(formerly ACE 110H)  
Introduces first-year students to current, real-world issues as they 
advance their critical thinking, communication, and research skills. 
Students will explore questions of local, national, and global significance 
through multicultural contexts, while building relationships with their 
classmates, instructor, and other college personnel. Additionally, students 
will use campus resources and co-curricular events to enhance their 
educational experience and foster their college success. Students cannot 
receive credit for both HONR 101 and ACCE 112.

HONR 102 -  The Research Process  (1)  
Prerequisite or Co-requisite: ENGL 101  
Introduces students to the research process and the academic skills 
needed to generate and share new knowledge or understanding. 
Recommended for any student attempting an honors contract who has 
not completed HONR 101, PSYC 101H, or HIST 202H.

HONR 201 -  Honors Applied Leadership & Research  (3)  
Prerequisite: Permission of Honors Coordinator  
(formerly ACE 201H)  
Provides returning Honors students with the opportunity to serve as 
peer mentors or leaders of first-year Honors students as they explore 
current, real-world issues and further advance their critical thinking, 
communication, and research skills. Students will develop and explore 
questions of local, national, and global significance through multicultural 
contexts while building relationships with the instructor, classmates, and 
other college personnel. Students will refine research and presentation 
skills in preparation for academic conferences.
